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PREPARE FOR MASS

+ Fast before Mass. It is Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Com-
munion except for water and medicine.

¢ No Food and Drink in Church. The exceptions would be a drink for small children. Please
don’t chew gum in church. It breaks your fast, it’s distracting, it is consider impolite in a
formal setting, and it doesn’t help us pray better.

+ Dress modestly and appropriately. Wear your Sunday Best. As Catholics we believe that
God comes down to meet us at every Mass. So, why would we not dress up.

+ Cell phones should never be used in Mass for calls or texting, except for emer-
gencies.

+ Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the sanctuary — it is not the time or
place to visit with those around you. If you must talk do so as quietly and briefly as possible.
Remember that your conversation might be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is

much more important.

+ Vistase modesta y apropiadamente. Use su mejor domingo. Como catdlicos, creemos que
Dios viene a reunirse con nosotros en cada Misa. Entonces, ¢ por qué no nos disfrazamos?

+ Los teléfonos celulares nunca deben usarse en misa para llamadas o mensajes de tex-
to, excepto en caso de emergencia.

+ Por favor callate mientras estés en la iglesia. Una vez que ingresas al santuario, no es el
momento ni el lugar para visitar a quienes te rodean. Si debe hablar, hagalo tan silenciosa y
brevemente como sea posible. Recuerde que su conversacion puede molestar a alguien que
esta en oracién, lo cual es mucho mas importante.
