La Historia de Mission San Jose

A proper river site for location of a
mission had to allow for bottom lands that
could be irrigated and plowed for farming, and
other lands that could serve as pastures for the
mission herds. All buildings had to be above the
level of the highest visible flood debris, but in a
location that would allow the main acequia to
be routed close by to provide water for
occupants of the mission village.

A site could be rejected because of lack of
proper drainage for those times when the river
was flooding. The missions took very seriously
the evidence of high-water points based on piles
of flooding debris and built accordingly.

« Concluding Rites

We come to the last part of the Liturgy of the Eucharist with the Rite of
Communion. It is since the 3™ century that the prayer of Our Father was included before taking
the communion. First because it is a prayer that Jesus gave us and makes us all children of the same
Father, so it is a sign of communion among us and with God. Also because we ask God to give us our
daily bread which is not only the bread for our stomachs but we ask the bread for our spirits, the
Eucharist. And also because with this prayer we have one more opportunity to ask for forgiveness
before we receive the body of Christ. The Roman Missal does not call for us to hold hands during the
Our Father; it only gives instruction for the celebrant to hold his hands in the orans position. This
posture is reserved only for the priest, and not for the deacon or the lay faithful.

From the beginning the first Christians expressed that they were united in one body, the Body
of Christ, through the kiss of peace. But it was in the 15t century that the priest started to give the
peace to the altar servers and they passed it to the rest of the people. The peace comes from the
altar, from Jesus himself and this sign of peace expresses how we should receive the communion,
with peace in our hearts. However, it is appropriate that each person, in a sober manner, offer the
sign of peace only to those who are nearest; we should not have to leave our pews to give the sign of
peace to each other. We have to remember this is not meant as a greeting, but to keep in mind that
the Body and Blood of Christ is already before us at the altar; and therefore, it deserves all our
undivided attention and reverence. This is extending God’s peace to each other and the appropriate
gesture for the sign of peace is a handshake. No other gestures are needed as they can become a
distraction.

With this sign of peace we remember what Jesus said in Mt 5:24 “If you bring your gift to
the altar and then you remember that you have something against your brother/sister, leave you gift
there and go and reconcile with them first.” To be continued next Sunday

Llegamos a la Gltima parte de la liturgia de la Eucaristia con el Rito de comunion. Es desde
el siglo 34 que la oracion del Padre nuestro fue incluida antes de tomar a la comunion. En primer
lugar porque es una oracion que Jests nos dieron y nos hacen a todos hijos de un mismo padre, por
lo que es un signo de comunién entre nosotros y con Dios. También porque le pedimos a Dios que
nos dé nuestro pan de cada dia que no es solo el pan para nuestros estomagos, sino que pedimos el
pan para nuestros espiritus, la Eucaristia. Y también porque con esta oracion tenemos una
oportunidad mas para pedir perdon antes de que recibimos el cuerpo de Cristo.

Desde el principio los primeros cristianos expresaron que estaban unidos en un cuerpo, el
Cuerpo de Cristo, a través del beso de paz. Pero fue ene! siglo 15, el sacerdote comenz6 a dar la paz a los monaguillos y
ellos lo pasaban con el resto de la gente. La paz viene del altar, de Jesus y este signo de la paz expresa
como nosotros debemos recibir a la comunion, con paz en nuestros corazones. Sin embargo, es que
cada persona, de una manera sobria, ofrece el signo de la paz sélo a aquellos que estan cerca; no
tendriamos que dejar nuestros bancos a ofrecer un signo de la paz . Tenemos que recordar que
esto no es como un saludo, pero a tener en cuenta que el cuerpo y la sangre de Cristo esta antes de
nosotros en el altar; y por lo tanto, merece toda nuestra atencion y reverencia. Dando la paz de Dios
entre nosotros y el gesto adecuado para que el signo de la paz es un apretéon de manos. Otros gestos
no son necesarios como pueden ser una distraccion.

Con este signo de la paz nos recuerda lo que dijo Jestis en Mt 5:24 "Si traes tu regalo en el altar y
luego te acuerdas que tienes algo contra tu hermano, deja regalo alli e ir y reconciliarse con ellos
primero."
